4, Attach an air hose to the compressor’s air outlet. Connect the air hose to the air inlet (1) of the tool. Other components, such as
a quick connect fitting and quick connect coupler, will make operation more efficient, but are not required.

10) Cleaning, Maintenance, and Lubrication

Note: These procedures are in addition to the regular checks and maintenance explained as part of the reqular operation of the
air-operated tool.

The air motor and bearing uses compressed air to power the tool. Moisture in compressed air will rust the motor components, you
must lubricate the motor daily with Kincrome air tool oil.

Lubrication
1. Disconnect the tool from the air supply holding it so the air inlet (1) faces up.

2. Hold the trigger (4) down and put 4 to 5 drops of Kincrome air tool oil in the air inlet (1). Holding the trigger down helps circulate
oil in the motor.

3. Connect the tool to air supply, cover the exhaust (2] with a towel and run for a few seconds.

WARNING! Any excess oil in the motor is immediately expelled from the exhaust (2). Always direct the exhaust (2) away
from people or objects.

Storage

1. Avoid storing the tool in a location subject to high humidity. If the tool is left as it is used, the residual moisture inside the tool
can cause rust. Before storing and after operation, oil the tool and run it for a short time.

2. Regular inspection should be carried out of the keyless chuck (6) and accessories for wear.
